> To conduct zoning of forest area so as to avoid development
and human intrusions inside tiger critical habitats;

> Strengthen international cooperation to maintain connectivity
of tiger habitat across international boundaries possibly
through the establishment of cooperative management of

contiguous protected area long borders;

> Identification of source sites for immediate intensive
protection within the Hukaung and Tanintharyi Tiger
landscapes and current development landcscape
strategies for both

> National -level support for tiger conservation needs to
encourage provincial-level commitment to tigers

> Installation and sustainable funding for field —based
Ranger and Outreach Training Center in both tiger
landscapes;to enhance patrolling ,monitoring,outreach
and planning
