Vietnam

Â Data collected from various 
biodiversity surveys showed 
that tigers are mainly living 
along Truong Son range, 
central highlands and border 
areas of Vietnam-Laos and 
Vietnam-Cambodia ïplaces 
which are covered by primary 
forests Indochinese Tiger distribution map in Vietnam 

(FPD 2007)



Â The population of wild tigers in 

Vietnam has experienced rapid 

decline due to many reasons such 

as war, high demand for tiger 

parts as traditional medicine,é 

Â Destruction of tiger habitat 

caused by human exploitation of 

natural resources and 

biodiversity, invasion of 

agriculture causing continuous 

decrease of tiger prey species.
